Pick Your Path in 2018 was designed to collect feedback on four
possible land-use scenarios ranging from increasing suburban areas
to densification of urban centres. Through this process, residents
helped shape our future growth scenario.

What We Heard

Residents wanted to see less urban sprawl, with development
focused in Urban Centres and more diversity of housing options

in surrounding neighbourhoods. This would allow for a more
concentrated investment in sidewalks, cycling routes and transit, and
it would focus infrastructure in the Urban Core. Based on technical
data, growth projections, and public and stakeholder input, Council
endorsed a growth strategy that proposes a gradual shift toward a
more compact and complete community.
